




Constitutional Authority of the Board of Regents 

The Georgia Constitution grants to the Board of Regents the exclusive right to govern, control, 

and manage the University System of Georgia, an educational system comprised of thirty-five 

institutions of higher learning, a marine research institute, and a central University System 

Office. The Board exercises and fulfills its constitutional obligations, in part, by promulgating 

rules and policies for the governance of the University System and its constituent units. The 

purpose of this Policy Manual is to collect, organize, publish, and otherwise make publicly 

available the directives and policies of the Board.

The Board of Regents of the University System of Georgia was created in 1931 as a part of a 

reorganization of Georgia’s state government. With this act, public higher education in Georgia 

was unified for the first time under a single governing and management authority. The governor 

appoints members to the Board, who each serve seven years. Today the Board of Regents is 

composed of 18 members, five of whom are appointed from the state-at-large, and one from each 

of the 13 congressional districts. The Board elects a chancellor who serves as its chief executive 

officer and the chief administrative officer of the University System. 

The Board oversees 35 colleges and universities: four research universities, two regional 

universities, 13 state universities, eight state colleges, and eight two-year colleges. These 

institutions enroll approximately 302,000 students and employ over 40,000 faculty and staff to 

provide teaching and related services to students and the communities in which they are located.

The Board of Regents also at this meeting authorized the making of 

an over-all study of Higher Education in the State of Georgia to be directed 

primarily at the determination of the types and location of the facilities 

that will be required to meet the educational needs of the State during the 

next ten years; and that Chancellor Caldwell was authorized to obtain whatever 

assista4ce is needed to make this study as expeditiously as possible, 

Chancellor Caldwell reported that Dr, S, Walter Martin had been 

appointed Director of the State-Wide Study of Higher Education in Georgia; 

that Mr. T, w. Mahler had been appointed Associate Director; that a Steering 

Committee consisting of the following had been appointed:

Chancellor Caldwell further reported that special Task Forces had 

been appointed to guide in evaluating the following: Social and Economic 

Data, Special Programs, Junior College Relationships, Institutional Development, 

Finance, and Junior College Organization and Administration, 

The Committee pointed out that a report was received by the Committee 

on June 11, 1963, from the Steering Committee for the State-Wide Study on 

Higher Education in Georgie; that the report was incomplete and returned to 

the committee for final recommendations to be made to the Board as soon as

possible; that the purpose of this meeting of the Board of Regents was to 

receive the final report and the recommendation of the Steering Committee; 

and that the following recommendations were presented to the Board by the 

Steering Committee: 

As a result of its study and deliberations the Steering Committee 
of the Regents Study Committee has reached the following conclusions and 
llaCQnmendations: 

1. There is ample justification, provided additional funds are available 
without sacrificing existing commitments of the University System of 
Georgia. for the establishment of two additional community junior colleges 
in the northwestern section of the State. 

2. The programs of community junior colleges shall include: 

a. College parallel! curricula offering the first two years of credit 
work suitable for transfer to senior instimtions in pursuance of 
baccalaureate degrees. 

b. Two-year terminal programs in fields selected as a result of study 
of the needs of the service area and the State. provided they do not 
duplicate or parallel programs already offered at reasonable cost 
by other post•high school programs of accredited and recognized 
educational institutions located in the same service area. 

c. Programs of adult education to meet the needs of the service area. 

3. As community junior colleges, it is recommended that such institutions 
serve those who reside within the commuting area and that no dormitory 
service be provided, 

4. It is recommended that the vicinity of Dalton in Whitfield County be 
authorized for a community junior college. 

5. Unquestionably there is a need for a second junior college in the southern 
part of the Seventh Congressional District. Since this area is tied so 
closely to metropolitan Atlanta, the specific decision as to the location 
of one or more junior colleges must be delayed until it can be studied 
in relation to the Atlanta metropolitan area. A recommendation concerning 
the location of this junior college will be made at a later date to the 
Board of Regents< 

6. It is further recommended that other potential locations which are not 
recommended at tbe present time be reviewed periodically to determine if 
new developments justify an additional one or more junior colleges, 

1. This report deals only with the northwest region of the State and the 
preferred locations for additional community junior colleges, Further 
decisions about the timing of their development, financial support and 
other important matters should await completion of the entire study so 
that establishment of these institutions can be coordinated with other 
developments on a system-wide, state-wide basis. 

Chab:man James A. Dunlap reported that a quorum of the Board was 

not present at this meeting, but that proxies had been received from Regents

Williams approving the recommendations of the Study Committee; that these 

members would like to have these proxies recorded as indicated; that Chairman 

Dunlap recommended that the members of the Board present act on these recommen-

Therefore, upon the recommendation of the Committee on Education, with 

motion properly made, variously seconded, and unanimously adopted, it was

and the ability of the local authorities to finance and carry 

out the proposal. 

RESOLVED FURTHER, That the Board of Regents shall and it does 

hereby request the Regents Study Committee on the Location of Junior 

Colleg<as in the Northwest Gw rgia Area to st'.ldy further the need 

for a second junior college in the Southern section of the Northwest 

Area of the State of Georgia in relation to the Atlanta metropolitan 

area. Chanc~llor Caldwell is requested to report to the Board 

through the Co~ittee on Education at the earliest possible date 

giving the recommendation of the Study Committee.
