Students who have applied and been accepted to Dalton State College may apply for Dalton State Foundation Freshmen 
scholarships.  Freshmen scholarships are open to all Dalton State students regardless of HOPE, Pell Grant, or other 
financial status.  Various awards are administered by the direction of the scholarship donors and may be given for 
academic merit or financial need. 
 
Scholarship applications and supporting materials must be received in the Dalton State College Office of 
Financial Aid by March 1, 2012.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that the application and supporting materials 
are complete and have been received by the application deadline.   
 
A complete application for Dalton State Foundation Freshmen scholarships will include the following:

 Two (2) Scholarship Applicant References from high school teachers or guidance counselor with first-hand 

knowledge of the applicant’s academic performance.   
 An original essay of 500 words or less (typed, double-spaced) that addresses your personal background, your 

academic goals, and your community service or campus involvement.  Include your name and DSC ID 
number in the top right corner of the first page. 

 Incoming freshmen:  Complete high school transcript showing most recent semester courses and grades, and 
current course schedule.

All applicants will be advised of award status by April 16, 2012.

Dalton State Foundation scholarships are awarded for one academic year and are disbursed equally between the fall and 
spring semesters.  All scholarships require full-time enrollment status unless otherwise stated.  In the event that a 
scholarship recipient fails to maintain the academic and enrollment criteria of the scholarship, the award will not be 
disbursed.  Except where stated otherwise in the scholarship criteria, all Dalton State Foundation-administered 
scholarships require the recipient to attain at least a 2.0 GPA each semester of the award and maintain a 2.5 minimum 
cumulative GPA.
