The program will be conducted in four weeks begin-

ning in mid -May at Zhengzhou University, Zheng-

zhou, China. The dates of the program are May 9 

through June 7, 2011. The academic theme of this 

yearõs program is òBlending Diverse Cultures through 

Mutual Understanding.ó 

 

This study abroad is a collaborative program co -

sponsored by Dalton State College, Valdosta State 

University, and the Asian Council of the University 

System of Georgia (USG). The programõs main host 

institution is Zhengzhou University (ZU), a         com-

prehensive educational institution with over 56,000 

students and brand new campus facilities, in central 

China. Campus representatives of the Asia Council 

will serve as coordinators who will administer recruit-

ment of faculty and students at their own institutions.  

 

The main goal of this study is to help students    ac-

quire a general grasp of the social, economic, and 

political systems of a different society and further a 

comparative worldview that can enhance  competence 

in their careers. Instructions will include class lec-

tures, written projects, field trips, and weekend excur-

sions. An orientation session will be given to students 

on first day of the class in the host university. In-

structional formats speci-

fied above will meet the 

minimum number of 

class contact hours stipu-

lated by the Board of 

Regents. 

 

The program will begin 

with an educational tour of Beijing. On -site lectures 

and tours of famous cultural and historical sites will 

be given. While in Zhengzhou, a number of out -of-

town short field trips to Luoyang and Dengfeng will 

be offered. Students will be able to explore some of the 

impressive Chinese historical and cultural sites. 

Course-specific local field trips will be also arranged 

while in Zhenghzou.  Each student is required to 

signup for two courses. Short non -credit courses may 

be offered based on studentsõ interests. 

 

Program Cost  
 
Package cost is $3,650 for the four -week program.  
The cost includes the following items:

Tuition will be assessed at the institution where the 
student registers.  Students should plan to budget a 

minimum of $500 
for extra meals, 
shopping, and 
evening entertain-
ment.  If students 
plan extended 
travel or making 
large purchases,        
additional funds 
should be budg-
eted.  Western 

Union offers convenient way to wire fund from the US 
to Chinese cities. Some course excursions might involve 
additional fees, but course instructors will inform stu-
dents at the time of orientation if such fees apply.

Beijing -Chinaõs capital city. We will visit the Great 

Wall, the Forbidden City, Summer Palace, and much 

more. 

Xiõan-Ancient capital city. We will visit First Emperorõs 

burial ground and terra cotta soldiersõ museum. 

Zhengzhou:-Capital city of Henan province, and our 

host Zhengzhou University is located here.  

Luoyang : Ancient capital. We will visit  Longmen Grot-

toes and White Horse Temple.  

Shaolin Temple Area : The city of Dengfeng is famous 

for Shaolin Temple, the birth place of Chinese martial 

art, and Zhong Yue Temple.  

Shanghai : The showcase of modern China. We will visit 

the Yu Garden and watch a acrobatic show. Students 

will have time to some last -minute shopping.  
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Application and Admission to the Program  

 

The program has a limit of forty students. Any full -

time or part -time student is eligible to participate in 

the     program.  Students from institutions that are not 

part of the USG are admitted on a space -available ba-

sis and must enroll as transient students at a partici-

pating institution.
