A mini-
mum of two courses are required for students.  
Financial Aid : Program costs may be covered by financial aid from the HOPE 
scholarship, student loans, Pell Grant, institutional -based Study Abroad Scholar-
ship and foundation scholarship. Students should contact the financial aid office at 
their home campus for an application. The program also offers a limited number of 
scholarships.
